Ladies and Gentlemen:

May | submit the proposed Annual Budget for FY 2018 of the Municipal Government for both the General
Fund and Operation of Economic Enterprise to Section 318 of R.A. 7160. 3

This Executive Budget was prepared after a thorough deliberation with ail concerned offices/departments to
make it an effective tool for allocating equitably the limited resources of goyernment to the different sectors, thus
making the budget an instrument for economic and social upliftment *df our people. We have substantially
committed funds for the programs, projects and activities needed for an efficient and effective delivery of the basic
services enumerated in the code.

Itis important to note at this point, that the preparation of this Budget has been open to the public through
private sector representation so as to make decisions more participative and democratic. This is also in keeping up
government’s thrust for transparency and accountability in the budget-making processes. We take full cognizance of
the significant roles demonstrated by NGO’s, other private sector associations and the general public in the planning
and pre-budget preparation stage by way their membership in the Local Daveloprianit Couricil Exacutive Committae.
In particular, they took active part in the review of the visions and goals in the Municipal Development Investment
Program, which have been duly approved by the Honorable Members of the Sanggtjnian under Appropriation
Ordinance No. N

This Budget integrates the Municipal Development Plan into the expenditure program by proposing only
those projects which have been marked as top priority in the AIP.

The Balance General Fund Budget for CY 2018 is composed of the expenditure and sources of financing
amounting to P 83,860,354.54

B. Goals and Objectives
The Municipality expects to attain the following objectives during the plan period:
1.. Increase income per capita by a stated percentage which is realistic.
2. Provide accessibility to all basic needs and services requirements to a realistic percentage of
CItiZ€RS/€ORSEItUERES 6f thé MuRicipality.
N 3. Provide expanding employment opportunities among the urban poor residents; and
4. Increase agricultural productivity and enhance delivery of health care and services.

C. Fiscal Policies
1. Enhanced tax collections via a vigorous tax information campaign and intensified tax eallection effort.
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D. Program Thrust and Priorities

It has been estimated that our total resources for the budget year will reach P 83,860,122.94 of which
P 71, 073, 259.00 comprises the IRA allocation for CY 2018.

Revenue from Local Taxes for the Budget Year is estimated at P 11,572,000.00 exclusive of SEF.
Operation of the Economic Enterprises is projected at P 6,190,000.00 of the total tax collection.

General Public Services

Allocation for this sector is P 38,205,383.56 or 45.56% of the total budget. The amount will be distributed to

programs that will promote order and public safety, for administrative overhead and for the regulatory functions of

the Municipality.

Social Services and Welfare

- The amount P 3,820,969.20 is provided for the delivery of social services and welfare and for Health Services

an allocation of P 5,846,028.51 bénéficiaries 6f this allocation aré the members 6f the Séctor 6f thé éommunity.

Economic Services

The budget allocates P 11,523,973.27 to this sector or 13.74% of the total LGU budget, of this amount P
3,350,720.39 is budgeted for Agricultural Services, P 1,250,353.28 for the operation and maintenance of Engineering
Services, P 3,464,839.20 for the operation of Water Work System, P 2,630,323.76 for the operation of Public Market
P 467, 921.44 for the Slaughterhouse and P 359,815.00 for the operation Public Cemetery.

OTHER PURPOSES:

The ameunt of P 3,843,000:00 is apprepriated for LDRRMF or 4:6@ % of the tetal Regular Income Seurees:
Likewise, P 4,133,000.00 is included in the appropriation for Gender and Development (GAD), PPA’s that will address
in the Annual General Fund Budget are the ff: the needs of the Senior Citizens and differently abled persons, the
implementation programs of the Local Council for the protection of Children LCPC in the amount P 1,517,233.00.

Subsidy to NGA's is budgeted in the amount of P 441,000.00 for the operational expenses of national agencies

assigned in the Municipality.

Aid to 16 Barangays at P 16,000.00 pesos or at P 1,000.00 per barangay has been provided.

The amount of P 20,000.00 is provided for the implementation of R.A. 9585 also known as Anti-Red Tape.

DISTRIBUTION BY MAJOR EXPENSE CLASS PERSONAL SERVICES
The total expenditures for personal services for the budget year is P 40,320,780.98 inclusive of Retirement

Benefits.’

MAINTENANCE AND OTHER OPERATING EXPENSES
The amount of P 18,273,161.96 has been set aside for Maintenance and other operating Expenses,

representing of the budget.




CAPITAL OUTLAY
The amount of P 802,180.00 has been provided for Capital Qutlays.
The Development Projects amounting to P 14,215,000.00 is funded from the 20% EDF.
